Said Herzl Was Sent By God

Founder Of Anti-Zionist ‘J - Witnesses’
Hailed Zionism As Being Biblically Prophetic

The world-wide movement known as “The Watchtower””
or ‘“Jehovah’s Witnessess,” which is anti-Zionist and at
times appearing somewhat anti-Semitic, has betrayed the
very founder of the fast-growing anti-Catholic, anti-UN,

This savior of Jewish children is 7
Rabbi Eli Torne who, during the

anti-fascist forces by participating
in the activities of the French
Maqui and whose main role was in
an ‘“‘underground railroad” smugg-
ling Jewish children out of con-
centration camps and assuring
their arrival in neutral Switzer-
land.

Twice captured and arrested by
the Gestapo, young Torne man-
aged getaways, the second time by
jumping out of a death train head-
ed for the gas ovens.

Following six years of humani-
tarian work in the post-war Euro-
pean regions, Rabbi Torne decided
to settle in Israel. Arriving in 1951,
he soon became one of the top of-
ficials in the Ministry of Religious
Affairs, In this post he received
numerous reports about hundreds
of under-privileged Jewish children
going astray. Thus, from the very
time he arrived in the Holy Land,
he became one of the leading spir-
its and field workers in combatting

¢ anti-nations organization, the re-
nowned Pastor Russell, who had
hailed Zionism as being prophetic
and who proclaimed Theodor
Herzl as being a man ‘raised up
by Providence as a leader for the
Jewish people.”

On September 20, 1900, a Jewish
mass meeting committee, com-
posed of noted Jewish leaders, in-
vited Pastor C. T. Russell to ad-
dress a New York Hippodrome
rally on the topic “Zionism In
Prophecy.” The letter opened witi
this statement:

“Your sympathetic interest in
the Jewish people for years past
has not escaped our notice. Your
denunciations of the atrocities per-
petrated against our race in the
name of Christianity have added
(0 our conviction that you are a
sincere friend. Your discourse on
‘Jerusalem and Jewish hopes’ has
struck a responsive chord in the
hearts of many of our people. Still
we doubted for a time if any
Christian minister could really be
interested in a Jew as a Jew and
. not merely from a.hope of pros-
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all through the country.

- Once-again, the former Maqui
rabbi had to go somewhat ‘“under-
ground” to rescue children—not
from physical death but from spir-
ftual captivity, from conversion and
missionary influence. In this task
he succeeded wondrously. He be-
came active in a unique Israeli in-
stitution known as Keren Yaldenu
(Our Child’s Fund)—a non-politi-
cal welfare organization aimed at
protecting children from the dan-
gers of the street. Through his
initiative and executive ability, 51

Before an enthralled audience,
Pastor Russell went on to say that
“Dr. Herzl’s endeavor was to have

all loyal sons of Israel rise from
the dust and aspire to be a nation
amongst nations and to provide
a home for the persecuted of their
race in Russia and Eastern Europe.
Dr. Herzl,” he stressed, “struck
the popular chord in the hearts of
the people.” He then predicted that
*Zionism is about to take on fresh
vigor; that its most prosperous

said that “it is sad indeed to be
obliged to admit that these tribu-
lations will probably come to you
from professed Christians. How
ashamed I feel of those who thus
dishonor the name and teachings
of my Master, I cannot find words
to express...They are deluded.”

Having set the keynote for The
Watchtower in an enthusiastic
Zionist speech delivered to Jews,
little did Pastor Russell then real-
ize that his successors in the next
generation and to this date, would
violate his teachings and thus dis-
honor his name and be among
those ‘“‘deluded.”

Pastor Russell’s “The Restoration Of Israel”

“In that day will I raise up the
tabernacle of David that is fallen,
and close up the breaches thereof;
and I will raise up his ruins, and I
will build it as in the days of old.
And I will bring again the cap-
tivity of my people of Israel, and
they shall build the waste cities
and inhabit them; and they shall
plant vineyards and drink the wine
thereof; they shall also make gar-
dens, and eat the fruit of them.
And I will plant them upon their
land and they shall no more be
pulled up out of their land which
I have given them, saith the Lord
their God” (Amos 9:11,15.

“Among the relics of antiquity
that have come down to our day,
there is no other cbject of so great
interest as the Jewish pecple.
