History of the Chart of the Ages

There is broad familiarity with the Chart of the Ages and its many details and features illustrating
the Divine Plan of the Ages by Pastor C. T. Russell. Some presume the Chart of the Ages was made
by someone before Pastor Russell and that he was not responsible for its details. Some Biblical charts
were indeed drawn during the William Miller era and even before. These were to illustrate history,
chronology and prophecy, but not a comprehensive “divine plan.”

Since first issuing the Divine Plan of the Ages, questions follow regarding when and how Pastor
Russell produced the graphical Chart and if he was responsible for its detail and features.
The following pages document Biblical charts before and after the Chart of the Ages:

Here is a copy of William Miller’s from the 1840s. This is strictly illustrating prophetic time.

Page (3)

1877 C. T. Russell collaborated with N. H. Barbour in “Three Worlds.” The front piece has a simple
outline with Patriarch, Jewish, Gospel and Millennial dispensations followed with some chronology.
Page (4)

1878 Pastor Russell and Barbour with “Herald of the Morning” showing the same basic elements.
Page (5)

1880 J. H. Paton in “Day Dawn” used the “Three Worlds” to tabulate sections of chronology.

On Reprint page 3821-3826 is an article first issued in 1894 detailing these early connections and
disconnections with Barbour, Patton and others in regard to the “divine plan.” Notice particularly
the last paragraph on R382S regarding the “Chart of the Ages” introduced in Volume 1.

Pages (6-12)

History of publishing the first “Chart of the Ages” with copies of original charts from 1881 through
1916. FIRST appearing in “Food for Thinking Christians” authored by C. T. Russell.

Except for the three worlds concept where Russell collaborated with Barbour regarding ages and
dispensations, notice the distinctive details which never appeared on any earlier charts:

v/ Pyramid shapes indicating unique persons and groups within each age with their roles and status.
v Horizontal planes, R, P, N, M, L and K, indicating relationships in this divine program.

v Distinct transition points 1-11 including overlapping points and events in the harvests.

v Layers of Kingdom classes and administration: The Christ, Great Company, Israel, the World.
v’ Dealing with the incorrigible following the Millennium.

v’ The Plan in relation to the Tabernacle.

THERE IS NO EVIDENCE THAT THIS CHART WAS DESIGNED BY ANY OTHER THAN
PASTOR RUSSELL HIMSELF. It was first printed in “Food For Thinking Christians” and offered
to subscribers in the July and August 1881 Tower with this announcement from the pen of C. T.

Russell. His editorial use of “we” does not credit another author:

We present to each of our readers with this issue, a “Chart of the Ages,” ... with the suggestion that you
hang it in some convenient place where it will be often in your sight; that its diagram of the narrow way to life,
may be a constant and helpful reminder to you of the way our Leader trod; that thereby you may be enabled to
make your calling and election sure.

We hope too, that you will so place it, that it will be an object of interest to all who may visit you, and that
you will so familiarize yourself with it as to be able to explain its teachings to them; thus each reader will be a
preacher of the “narrow way to life”—to Glory, Honor and Immortality, so soon to close; and also of the plan
of God for the world’s salvation, which is only just beginning. May God make you able ministers of his word.

Chart of the Ages

The following four pages are scans of the four published Charts by Pastor Charles T. Russell
and used in his publications from 1881 through 1916. The pages initially display in full page
width. Change the zoom percent or scroll to examine all the details.

A point should be made here that this chart stands head and shoulders above other
supplementary charts in Studies in the Scriptures and the Towers. Such graphics were offered
to explore various details of time, prophecy, history, covenants, etc. They were never
intended to modify or replace this chart consistently offered as the central framework for
understanding the main concepts of Biblical truth from its inception until his death in 1916.

Page 7

1881 Chart of the Agesas it firstappeared in “Food For Thinking Christians.” Thisincluded
the first explanation of the Chart on pages 105-124.

Page 8

1886 Included with the July issue of the Watch Tower which introduced Volume 1 of
Millennial Dawn. It was essentially the same as the 1881 chart with more clarity and ordering
information at the bottom. This was included as a supplement with the following

announcement:

“Upon the inside of this number you will find a copy of the Chart of the Ages, such as we once had
mounted upon rollers, the supply of which has for some time been exhausted, preventing us from filling many
applications received. We take this method of placing it in the hands of all our readers.

“We trust that it may have a two-fold effect: first, that you may be blessed by a fresh examination of the
chart and its lessons, as expressed in the explanation furnished in the pamphlet “FOOD” page 105. (Every
reader is welcome to a copy of “FOOD” free.) Secondly, we hope that being quickened and refreshed by a
clear view of our Father's plan, you may be stimulated as well as enabled, to explain the plan to others,
illustrating it by the chart. Thus, no matter how simply you tell it, you can preach the “good tidings of great
joy which shall be to all people.” The chart will not only interest and hold the attention of your thoughtful
neighbor, but will make the truth the more easy of comprehension. Thus many can let their light so shine as
to honor their Heavenly Father, as well as to bless and refresh their neighbors and friends.

1886 Included with the above announced “Millennial Dawn” but formally drafted for printer
plates by the “Pittsburgh Photo Engraving Company.” This included some differences in
type fontand general appearance, but with all the same notationsasin 1881. Thissame chart
was used in all issues of the volume from 1886 to 1912.

Page 10

1913 The Chart was drafted again with clearer type fonts for a new printing plate. This
version carried the words: “Messianic Age.” Otherwise the text is the same. This version was
used from 1913 until the Pastor’s death in 1916.

Pages 11 and 12 are contemporary adaptations of the Chart of the Ages.
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“Write Down the Vision and Make it Plain Upon Tables, That Everyone May Read it Fluently.
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Its teachings are in harmony with the Chart
of the Ages, showing the same Steps as
necessary in coming from sin to glory.
